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Confiscation Act amendments now in force

Practitioners should be advised that the 

Confiscation Amendment Bill 2007 received royal assent earlier today.

Hence, the Confiscation Act 1997 has now been amended.

As a result of the amendments, any application for exclusion issued after today will need to deal with the new concept of “derived property”.
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
